KRISHNA DOESN’T DISCRIMINATE; 
HE RECIPROCATES
I. Why do people think God is partial?

Because disparities everywhere – wealthy – poor, healthy – sickly etc

Why bad things happen to good people?

II. Krishna as the Paramatma is an impartial judge – rule of law

Other religions – suffering not due to past misdeeds, but a test of God. 

“Why some people tested far more severely than others?”  “God’s will. Just accept.”

Vedic teachings – suffering is due to our own karma.

Objections to law of karma:

1. Sinful prosper, pious suffer

Karma like seed-sowing activity. Different seeds take different times to grow eg. Carrot – 7 weeks, onion – 9 weeks, bamboo – 7 years, olive – 100 years

Sim – hand in fire – instant karma, overeating at night – six hours later, smoking – maybe twenty years later

You can never break the law; you can only break yourself against the law

Eg. Jumping from building top

2. How can God allow disasters which kill innocent in thousands?

ToI article “Whose God is it?” Reply: “Whose children are they?”

Mass karma – animal-slaughter and abortions 

No of meat and egg-producing animals slaughtered every year – 24.1 billion – more than the world population

Real seismic center – bedroom and kitchen

Natural calamities kill in mass, but they don’t kill blindly

Eg. Tsunami – scuba divers, Gujarath quake – baby being breastfed by mother

III. Krishna as Bhagavan is a compassionate father – rule of love

1. Krishna gives equal opportunity for spiritual advancement for everyone

 SP – Charitable person – urchin vs own child

The person is ready to adopt everyone as his own child. In fact, in Krishna’s case, we are all His children eternally, though estranged from Him temporarily.

Scriptural promises – manifestations of Lord’s compassionate nature

Eg. HN – frees from more sins than we can commit, One parikrama around Tulsi Maharani

Principle – Lord just wants to see our intention and expression for reformation

Don’t exploit the Lord’s compassion
Our repentant heart – Lord’s forgiving heart

Our calculative head – Lord’s calculative head

Yesam tv anta gatam ... vs aham tvam sarva-papebhyo…

      Eg. Mother, “Come to me only after you have cleaned yourself” vs “Just come to me, I will clean you.”
2. Krishna reciprocates with our service attitude = spiritual purity

Eg. “SP, do you love all  your disciples equally?”  

“Yes, but if somebody comes forward to render service, I reciprocate.”

SP – Sun – receptacle

Our service attitude is our receptacle

Even demons killed by K are liberated, but can’t go BTG if no service attitude

Eg. Shishupala – though blasphemous, liberated by Krishna

Aghasura – tongue served as playground for gopas – so BTG

Don’t demand special revelation from K or special attention from guru as signs of sp advancement. May not get it or may not be sign of advancement

Eg. LCM (NP) went out of the way to benedict Jagai-Madhai, but kept avoiding Pratap Rudra – had higher plan

Real signs of sp adv:

1. Attraction to K is increasing

Dharmah svanusthitah…

2.   Dedication to K’s mission is increasing

Di should shoulder the burden, not burden the shoulder, of guru 

Eg. Small child vs grown-up youth

3. Krishna uses our destiny to disentangle us from m.w – gives mat gains and pains accordingly
Eg. Father – pocket money

Tat te ‘nukampam….

How Krishna removes our sinful reactions?

1. Minimizes the reactions eg. SP, “Finger cut instead of head.”

2. Allows reactions to come, but gives us His remembrance by which we transcend the pain eg. Padmagandha Mataji

3. Allows reactions to come, wants to give His remembrance, but because devotee attached to material things, he can’t be KC – so suffers – but suffering brings realization, detachment and devotion

Eg. Policeman beating criminal vs father beating child

SP – Don’t think you would love Krishna more if you did not suffer

4. LCM – extraordinarily merciful

Still HT tested again and again
