STORY OF BRAHMA VIMOHANA LILA:

Then, after saving the boys and calves from the mouth of Aghasura, who was death personified, Lord Krsna, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, brought them all to the bank of the river and spoke the following words.

My dear friends, just see how this riverbank is extremely beautiful because of its pleasing atmosphere. And just see how the blooming lotuses are attracting bees and birds by their aroma. The humming and chirping of the bees and birds is echoing throughout the beautiful trees in the forest. Also, here the sands are clean and soft. Therefore, this must be considered the best place for our sporting and pastimes.

I think we should take our lunch here, since we are already hungry because the time is very late. Here the calves may drink water and go slowly here and there and eat the grass.

Accepting Lord Krsna's proposal, the cowherd boys allowed the calves to drink water from the river and then tied them to trees where there was green, tender grass. Then the boys opened their baskets of food and began eating with Krsna in great transcendental pleasure.

Like the whorl of a lotus flower surrounded by its petals and leaves, Krsna sat in the center, encircled by lines of His friends, who all looked very beautiful. Every one of them was trying to look forward toward Krsna, thinking that Krsna might look toward him. In this way they all enjoyed their lunch in the forest.

Among the cowherd boys, some placed their lunch on flowers, some on leaves, fruits, or bunches of leaves, some actually in their baskets, some on the bark of trees and some on rocks. This is what the children imagined to be their plates as they ate their lunch.

All the cowherd boys enjoyed their lunch with Krsna, showing one another the different tastes of the different varieties of preparations they had brought from home. Tasting one another's preparations, they began to laugh and make one another laugh.

(Çréla Prabhupäda says): Sometimes one friend would say, "Krsna, see how my food is relishable," and Krsna would take some and laugh. Similarly, Balarama, Sudama and other friends would taste one another's food and laugh. In this way, the friends very jubilantly began to eat their respective preparations brought from home.

Krsna is yajna-bhuk — that is, He eats only offerings of yajna — but to exhibit His childhood pastimes, He now sat with His flute tucked between His waist and His tight cloth on His right side and with His horn bugle and cow-driving stick on His left. Holding in His hand a very nice preparation of yogurt and rice, with pieces of suitable fruit between His fingers, He sat like the whorl of a lotus flower, looking forward toward all His friends, personally joking with them and creating jubilant laughter among them as He ate. At that time, the denizens of heaven were watching, struck with wonder at how the Personality of Godhead, who eats only in yajna, was now eating with His friends in the forest.

(Çréla Prabhupäda says):  When Krsna was eating with His cowherd boyfriends, a certain bumblebee came there to take part in the eating. Thus Krsna joked, "Why have you come to disturb My brahmana friend Madhumangala? You want to kill a brahmana. This is not good." All the boys would laugh and enjoy, speaking such joking words while eating.

O Maharaja Pariksit, while the cowherd boys, who knew nothing within the core of their hearts but Krsna, were thus engaged in eating their lunch in the forest, the calves went far away, deep into the forest, being allured by green grass.

When Krsna saw that His friends the cowherd boys were frightened, He, the fierce controller even of fear itself, said, just to mitigate their fear, "My dear friends, do not stop eating. I shall bring your calves back to this spot by personally going after them Myself."

"Let Me go and search for the calves," Krsna said. "Don't disturb your enjoyment." Then, carrying His yogurt and rice in His hand, the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Krsna, immediately went out to search for the calves of His friends. To please His friends, He began searching in all the mountains, mountain caves, bushes and narrow passages.

(Çréla Prabhupäda says): Here we see that He took personal care to find the calves of His friends. This was Krsna's causeless mercy. Mayadhyaksena prakrtih suyate sa-caracaram: all the affairs of the entire world and the entire cosmic manifestation are working under His direction, through His different energies. Still, when there is a need to take care of His friends, He does this personally. Krsna assured His friends, "Don't be afraid. I am going personally to search for your calves." This was Krsna's causeless mercy.

(Then Brahma took away the boys) Çréla Prabhupäda says: Brahma wanted to take away Krsna's associates, but instead he took away some other boys and calves. Ravana wanted to take away Sita, but that was impossible, and instead he took away a maya Sita. Similarly, Brahma took away mayarbhakah: boys manifested by Krsna's maya. 

By His Vasudeva feature, Krsna simultaneously expanded Himself into the exact number of missing cowherd boys and calves, with their exact bodily features, their particular types of hands, legs and other limbs, their sticks, bugles and flutes, their lunch bags, their particular types of dress and ornaments placed in various ways, their names, ages and forms, and their special activities and characteristics. By expanding Himself in this way, beautiful Krsna proved the statement samagra-jagad visnumayam: "Lord Visnu is all-pervading."

The mothers of the boys, upon hearing the sounds of the flutes and bugles being played by their sons, immediately rose from their household tasks, lifted their boys onto their laps, embraced them with both arms and began to feed them with their breast milk, which flowed forth because of extreme love specifically for Krsna. Actually Krsna is everything, but at that time, expressing extreme love and affection, they took special pleasure in feeding Krsna, the Parabrahman, and Krsna drank the milk from His respective mothers as if it were a nectarean beverage.

Although all the elderly gopis knew that Krsna was the son of mother Yasoda, they still desired, "If Krsna had become my son, I would also have taken care of Him like mother Yasoda." This was their inner ambition. Now, in order to please them, Krsna personally took the role of their sons and fulfilled their desire. They enhanced their special love for Krsna by embracing Him and feeding Him, and Krsna tasted their breast milk to be just like a nectarean beverage.

Thereafter, O Maharaja Pariksit, as required according to the scheduled round of His pastimes, Krsna returned in the evening, entered the house of each of the cowherd boys, and engaged exactly like the former boys, thus enlivening their mothers with transcendental pleasure. The mothers took care of the boys by massaging them with oil, bathing them, smearing their bodies with sandalwood pulp, decorating them with ornaments, chanting protective mantras, decorating their bodies with tilaka and giving them food. In this way, the mothers served Krsna personally.

Previously, from the very beginning, the gopis had motherly affection for Krsna. Indeed, their affection for Krsna exceeded even their affection for their own sons. In displaying their affection, they had thus distinguished between Krsna and their sons, but now that distinction disappeared.

Although the inhabitants of Vrajabhumi, the cowherd men and cowherd women, previously had more affection for Krsna than for their own children, now, for one year, their affection for their own sons continuously increased, for Krsna had now become their sons. There was no limit to the increment of their affection for their sons, who were now Krsna. Every day they found new inspiration for loving their children as much as they loved Krsna.

One day, five or six nights before the completion of the year, Krsna, tending the calves, entered the forest along with Balarama.

When the cows saw their own calves from the top of Govardhana Hill, they forgot themselves and their caretakers because of increased affection, and although the path was very rough, they ran toward their calves with great anxiety, each running as if with one pair of legs. Their milk bags full and flowing with milk, their heads and tails raised, and their humps moving with their necks, they ran forcefully until they reached their calves to feed them.

The cows had given birth to new calves, but while coming down from Govardhana Hill, the cows, because of increased affection for the older calves, allowed the older calves to drink milk from their milk bags and then began licking the calves' bodies in anxiety, as if wanting to swallow them.

The cowherd men, having been unable to check the cows from going to their calves, felt simultaneously ashamed and angry. They crossed the rough road with great difficulty, but when they came down and saw their own sons, they were overwhelmed by great affection.

At that time, all the thoughts of the cowherd men merged in the mellow of paternal love, which was aroused by the sight of their sons. Experiencing a great attraction, their anger completely disappearing, they lifted their sons, embraced them in their arms and enjoyed the highest pleasure by smelling their sons' heads.

Thereafter the elderly cowherd men, having obtained great feeling from embracing their sons, gradually and with great difficulty and reluctance ceased embracing them and returned to the forest. But as the men remembered their sons, tears began to roll down from their eyes.

Then, while Lord Brahma looked on, all the calves and the boys tending them immediately appeared to have complexions the color of bluish rainclouds and to be dressed in yellow silken garments.

All those personalities had four arms, holding conchshell, disc, mace and lotus flower in Their hands. They wore helmets on Their heads, earrings on Their ears and garlands of forest flowers around Their necks. On the upper portion of the right side of Their chests was the emblem of the goddess of fortune. Furthermore, They wore armlets on Their arms, the Kaustubha gem around Their necks, which were marked with three lines like a conchshell, and bracelets on Their wrists. With bangles on Their ankles, ornaments on Their feet, and sacred belts around Their waists, They all appeared very beautiful.

All beings, both moving and nonmoving, from the four-headed Lord Brahma down to the most insignificant living entity, had taken forms and were differently worshiping those visnu-murtis, according to their respective capacities, with various means of worship, such as dancing and singing.

All the visnu-murtis were surrounded by the opulences, headed by anima-siddhi; by the mystic potencies, headed by Aja; and by the twenty-four elements for the creation of the material world, headed by the mahat-tattva.

Then Lord Brahma saw that kala (the time factor), svabhava (one's own nature by association), samskara (reformation), kama (desire), karma (fruitive activity) and the gunas (the three modes of material nature), their own independence being completely subordinate to the potency of the Lord, had all taken forms and were also worshiping those visnu-murtis.

Then, by the power of the effulgence of those visnu-murtis, Lord Brahma, his eleven senses jolted by astonishment and stunned by transcendental bliss, became silent, just like a child's clay doll in the presence of the village deity.

Hera Pancami Discussion
This time, Srivasa Thakura smiled and told Damodara Pandita, "My dear sir, please hear! Just see how opulent my goddess of fortune is!

"As far as Vrndavana's opulence is concerned, it consists of a few flowers and twigs, some mineraIs from the hills, a few peacock feathers and the plant known as gunja.

"When Jagannatha decided to see Vrndavana, He went there, and upon hearing this, the goddess of fortune experienced restIessness and jealousy.

"She wondered, `Why did Lord Jagannatha give up so much opulence and go to Vrndavana?' To make Him a laughingstock, the goddess of fortune made arrangements for much decoration.

"Then the maidservants of the goddess of fortune said to the servants of Lord Jagannatha, `Why did your Lord Jagannatha abandon the great opulence of the goddess of fortune and, for the sake of a few leaves, fruits and flowers, go see the flower garden of Srimati Radharani?

" `Your master is so expert at everything, but why does He do such things? Please bring your master before the goddess of fortune.'

"In this way all the maidservants of the goddess of fortune arrested the servants of Jagannatha, bound them around the waist and brought them before the goddess of fortune.

"When all the maidservants brought Lord Jagannatha's servants before the lotus feet of the goddess of fortune, the Lord's servants were fined and forced tosubmit.

"All the maidservants began to beat the Ratha car with sticks, and they treated the servants of Lord Jagannatha almost like thieves.

"Finally all of Lord Jagannatha's servants submitted to the goddess of fortune with folded hands, assuring her that they would bring Lord Jagannatha before her the very next day.

"Being thus pacified, the goddess of fortune returned to her apartment. Just see! My goddess of fortune is opulent beyond all description."

Srivasa Thakura continued to address Svarupa Damodara: "Your gopis are engaged in boiling milk and churning it to turn it into yogurt, but my mistress, the goddess of fortune, sits on a throne made of jewels and gems."

Srivasa Thakura, who was enjoying the mood of Narada Muni, thus made jokes. Hearing him, all the personal servants of Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu began to smile.

Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu then told Srivasa Thakura, "My dear Srivasa, your nature is exactly like that of Narada Muni. The Supreme Personality of Godhead's opulence is having a direct influence upon you.

"Svarupa Damodara is a pure devotee of Vrndavana. He does not even know what opulence is, for he is simply absorbed in pure devotional service."

Svarupa Damodara then retorted, "My dear Srivasa, please hear me with attention. You have forgotten the transcendental opulence of Vrndavana.

"The natural opulence of Vrndavana is just Iike an ocean. The opulence of Dvaraka and Vaikuntha is not even to be compared to a drop.

"Sri Krsna is the Supreme PersonaIity of Godhead full of all opulences, and His complete opulences are exhibited only in Vrndavana-dhama.

"Vrndavana-dhama is made of transcendental touchstone. Its entire surface is the source of all valuable jeweIs, and the cintamani stone is used to decorate the Iotus feet of the maidservants of Vrndavana.

"Vrndavana is a natural forest of desire trees and creepers, and the inhabitants do not want anything but the fruits and flowers of those desire trees.

"In Vrndavana there are cows that fulfill all desires [kama-dhenus], and their number is unlimited. They graze from forest to forest and deliver only milk. The people want nothing else.

"In Vrndavana, the natural speech of the people sounds like music, and their natural motion resembles a dance.

"The water in Vrndavana is nectar, and the brahmajyoti effulgence, which is full of transcendental bliss, is directly perceived there in its form.

"The gopis there are also goddesses of fortune, and they surpass the goddess of fortune who abides in Vaikuntha. In Vrndavana, Lord Krsna is always playing His transcendental flute, which is His dear companion

"`The damsels of Vrndavana, the gopis, are super goddesses of fortune. The enjoyer in Vrndavana is the Supreme Personality of Godhead Krsna. The trees there are all wish-fulfilling trees, and the land is made of transcendental touchstone. The water is all nectar, the talking is singing, the walking is dancing, and the constant companion of Krsna is His flute. The effulgence of transcendental bliss is experienced everywhere. Therefore Vrndavana-dhama is the only relishable abode.'

"The anklets on the damseIs of Vraja-bhumi are made of cintamani stone. The trees are wish-fulfilling trees, and they produce flowers with which the gopis decorate themselves. There are also wish-fulfilling cows [kamadhenus], which deliver unlimited quantities of milk. These cows constitute the wealth of Vrndavana. Thus Vrndavana's opulence is blissfulIy exhibited."'

Srivasa then began to dance in ecstatic love. He vibrated sounds by slapping his armpits with the paIms of his hands, and he laughed very loudly.

Thus Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu heard these discussions about the pure transcendental mellow of Srimati Radharani. Absorbed in transcendental ecstasy, the Lord began to dance.

LORD CAITANYA TALKS TO VYENKATA BHATTA

Lord Caitanya:     "Your worshipable goddess of fortune, Laksmi, always remains on the chest of Narayana, and she is certainly the most chaste woman in the creation.

"However, my Lord is Lord Sri Krsna, a cowherd boy who is engaged in tending cows. Why is it that Laksmi, being such a chaste wife, wants to associate with My Lord?

"Just to associate with Krsna, Laksmi abandoned all transcendental happiness in Vaikuntha and for a long time accepted vows and regulative principles and performed unlimited austerities."

Srimad Bhagavatam says:  "`O Lord, we do not know how the serpent Kaliya attained such an opportunity to be touched by the dust of Your lotus feet. Even the goddess of fortune, for this end, performed austerities for centuries, giving up all other desires and taking austere vows. Indeed, we do not know how the serpent Kaliya got such an opportunity."'

Vyenkata Bhatta:     "Lord Krsna and Lord Narayana are one and the same, but the pastimes of Krsna are more relishable due to their sportive nature.

"Since Krsna and Narayana are both the same personality, Laksmi's association with Krsna does not break her vow of chastity. Rather, it was in great fun that the goddess of fortune wated to associate with Lord Krsna."

 "`According to transcendental realization, there is no difference between the forms of Narayana and Krsna. Yet in Krsna there is a special transcendental attraction due to the conjugal mellow, and consequently He surpasses Narayana. This is the conclusion of transcendentaI mellows.

"The goddess of fortune considered that her vow of chastity would not be damaged by her relationship with Krsna. Rather, by associating with Krsna she could enjoy the benefit of the rasa dance."

"Mother Laksmi, the goddess of fortune, is also an enjoyer of transcendental bliss; therefore if she wanted to enjoy herself with Krsna, what fault is there? Why are You joking so about this?"

Lord Caitanya:    "I know that there is no fault on the part of the goddess of fortune, but still she could not enter into the rasa dance. We hear this from Srimad Bhagavatam:

" `When Lord Sri Krsna was dancing with the gopis in the rasa-lila, He put His arms around their necks and embraced them. This transcendental favor was never granted to the goddess of fortune or other consorts in the spiritual world. Nor was such a thing ever imagined by the most beautiful girls from the heavenly planets, girls whose bodily luster and aroma exactly resemble lotus flowers. And what to speak of worldly women who may be very, very beautiful by material estimation?'

"But can you tell me why the goddess of fortune, Laksmi, could not enter the rasa dance? The authorities of Vedic knowledge could enter the dance and associate with Krsna. Srimad Bhagavatam states:

" `Great sages, by practicing the mystic yoga system and controlling the breath, conquer the mind and senses. Thus engaging in mystic yoga and seeing the Supersoul within their hearts, they ultimately enter into impersonal Brahman, along with the enemies of the Supreme Personality of Godhead. However, the damsels of Vraja, the gopis, want to embrace Krsna and His arms, which are like serpents. Being attracted by the beauty of Krsna, the gopis ultimately tasted the nectar of the lotus feet of the Lord. The Upanisads have also tasted the nectar of His lotus feet by following in the footsteps of the gopis."'

Narrator:     Having been asked by Caitanya Mahaprabhu why the goddess of fortune could not enter into the rasa dance whereas the authorities on Vedic knowledge could, Vyenkata Bhatta replied:

Vyenkata Bhatta:    "I cannot enter into the mysteries of this behavior." 

"I am an ordinary human being. Since my intelligence is very limited and I am easily agitated, my mind canot enter within the deep ocean of the pastimes of the Lord.

"You are the Supreme Personality of Godhead Krsna Himself. You know the purpose of Your activities, and the person whom You enlighten can also understand Your pastimes."

Lord Caitanya:    "Lord Krsna has a specific characteristic. He attracts everyone's heart by the mellow of His personal conjugal love.

"By following in the footsteps of the inhabitants of the planet known as Vrajaloka or Goloka Vrndavaa one can attain the shelter of the lotus feet of Sri Krsna. However, in that planet the inhabitants do not know that Lord Krsna is the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

"There someone may accept Him as a son and sometimes bind Him to a grinding mortar. Someone else may accept Him as an intimate friend and, attaining victory over Him, playfully mount His shoulders.

"The inhabitants of Vrajabhumi know Krsna as the son of Maharaja Nanda, the King of Vrajabhumi, and they consider that there ca be no relationship with the Lord in the rasa of opulence.

"One who worships the Lord by following in the footsteps of the inhabitants of Vrajabhumi attains the Lord and gets to know Him as He is known in the transcendentaI planet of Vraja. There He is known as the son of Maharaja Nanda."

"Srimad Bhagavatam states:  `The Supreme Personality of Godhead, Krsna, the son of mother Yasoda, is accessible to those devotees engaged in spontaneous loving service, but He is not as easily accessible to mental speculators, to those striving for self-realization by severe austerities and penances, or to those who consider the body to be the same as the self.'

"The authorities in Vedic literatures known as sruti-gana worshiped Lord Krsna in the ecstasy of the gopis and followed in their footsteps.

"The personified authorities on the Vedic hymns acquired bodies like those of the gopis and took birth in Vrajabhumi. In those bodies they were allowed to enter into the Lord's rasa-lila dance.

"Lord Krsna belongs to the cowherd community, and the gopis are the dearmost lovers of Krsna. Although the wives of the denizens of the heavenly planets are most opulent within the material world, neither they nor any other women in the material universe can acquire Krsna's association.

"The goddess of fortune, Laksmi, wanted to enjoy Krsna and at the same time retain her spiritual body in the form of Laksmi. However, she did not follow in the footsteps of the gopis in her worship of Krsna.

"Vyasadeva, the supreme authority on Vedic literature, composed a verse beginning `nayam sukhapo bhagavan' because no one can enter into the rasalila dance in any body other than the bodies of the gopis."

Narrator:    Before this explanation was given by Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu, Vyenkata Bhatta thought that Sri Narayana was the Supreme Personality of Godhead.

Thinking in this way, Vyenkata Bhatta believed that worship of Narayana was the supreme form of worship, superior to all other processes of devotional service, for it was followed by the Sri Vaisnava disciples of Ramanujacarya.

Sri Caitanya Mahaprabhu had understood this misconception of Vyenkata Bhatta, and to correct it the Lord talked so much in a joking way.

Lord Caitanya:    "My dear Vyenkata Bhatta, please do not continue doubting. Lord Krsna is the Supreme Personality of Godhead, and this is the conclusion of Vedic literatures.

"Lord Narayana, the opulent form of Krsna, attracts the mind of the goddess of fortune and her followers.

" `When the jewel known as valdurya touches other materials, it appears to be separated into different colors. Consequently the forms also appear different. Similarly, according to the meditational ecstasy of the devotee, the Lord, who is known as Acyuta [infallible], appears in different forms, although He is essentially one."'

Lord Narayana has sixty transcendental qualities. Over and above these, Krsna has four extraordinary transcendental qualities absent in Lord Narayana. These four qualities are: (1) wonderful pastimes that are compared to an ocean; (2) association in the circle of supreme devotees in conjugal love (the gopis); (3) Lord Krsna's playing on the flute whose vibration attracts the three worlds; (4) Lord Krsna's extraordinary beauty, which surpasses the beauty of the three worlds. Lord Krsna's beauty is unequaled and unsurpassed.

FROM CAITANYA CARITAMRTA:

"When one compares the beauty, opulence, sweetness and intellectual pastimes of Vasudeva, the warrior, to Krsna, the cowherd boy, son of Nanda Maharaja, one sees that Krsna's attributes are more pleasant.

"Indeed, Vasudeva is agitated just to see the sweetness of Govinda, and a transcendental greed awakens in Him to enjoy that sweeteness"

" `My dear friend, this dramatic actor appears like a second form of My own self. Like a picture, He displays My pastimes as a cowherd boy overflowing with wonderfully attractive sweetness and fragrance, which are so dear to the damsels of Vraja. When I see such a display, My heart becomes greatly excited. I long for such pastimes and desire a form exactly like the damsels of Vraja.,

"One instance of Vasudeva's attraction to Krsna occurred when Vasudeva saw the Gandharva dance at Mathura. Another instance occurred in Dvaraka when Vasudeva was surprised to see a picture of Krsna.

" `Who manifests an abundance of sweetness greater than Mine, which has never been experienced before and which causes wonder to all? Alas, I Myself, My mind bewildered upon seeing this beauty, impetuously desire to enjoy it like Srtmati Radharani

FROM THE COMMENTARIES OF THE ACARYAS:

1. Brahma has seen 4 handed forms during this pastime, but in the first verse in Chapter 14 he offers his obeisances to the cowhrd form. He is attracted by that form.(SG and JG)  

2. Vs 31: "Oh, how greatly fortunate are the cows and ladies of Våndävana, the nectar of whose breast milk You have happily drunk to Your full satisfaction, taking the form, oh almighty Lord, of their own calves and children. Even from time immemorial until now, on the other hand, all the performances of Vedic sacrifices have not been sufficient to satisfy You."

SS: Brahma is celebrating in eagerness.

SG: Brahma is applying the logic that "sweetness rounds everything up nicely." Also He is showing that he understands that the description of the dear devotees of the Lord is the greates way of glorifying Him. 

VCT: Brahma is one of the leaders of those who perform the sacrifices he is referring to.

3. Vs 32. How greatly fortunate are Nanda Maharäja, the cowherd men and all the inhabitants of Våndävana. There is no limit to their fortune, because the Absolute Truth, the sourece of transcendental bliss, the eternal Supreme Brahman, has become their friend.

JG: Even Your own greatness cannot be as great as this great fortune of the devotees of Våndävana.

VCT: This is praising those in the rasa of friendship (and then all others). 

4. Even putting aside the greatness of the good fortune of these residents of Våndävana as inconceivable, we eleven as well, the presiding deities of the different senses, headed by Lord Siva, are also most fortunate, because through the senses of these devotees of Våndävana, which are our drinking cups, we are able to repeatedly drink the nectarean intoxicating beverage emanating a the honey of Your lotus feet.

SG: Oh who is capable of describing the glory of these devotees? Ourselves, simply by connection with these devotees, have become all-successful. 

VCT: Actually the senses of the inhabitants of Våndävana are completely spiritual, so how can the material demigods have any contact with them? It is only that they think they have contact with them.

5. The greatest possible fortune for me would be to take any birth whatsoever in this forest of Gokula, and have my head bathed by the dust of the lotus feet of any of its residents, whose entire life and soul is the Supreme Personality of Godhead, Mukunda, the dust of whose feet is yet to be found out by the Vedic mantras.

SS: Restating the request of verse 30.

SG: He is even happy to be bathed by one particle of dust. 

(There is a statement by SG in his purport to vs 35, that Baka and Agha became fortunate through being in the same family as Putana)  

6. Vs 42: VCT: Kåñëa was thinking: "Where did this four-headed Brahma come from? What is he doing? What are these words which he keeps on speaking? I am busy looking for My calves. I am just a cowherd boy and do not understand this." (This is  indicated by the silence of Lord Kåñëa when Brahma finishes his prayers.)

Even though in the rest of the pastime, even when the Lord revealed Himself to Brahma in the 13th chapter, the Lord was in full understanding of His great position as the Supreme Lord, still it is fitting that later on the Lord, coming under the the control of the great love of persons in vatsalya rasa, such as Mother Yaçoda, would become ignorant of His own great opulence., it becoming covered by the rasa of sweetness of their great love for Him.

7. What did the boys say to Kåñëa when they saw Him again (they were returned to the same positions they had been in, in the middle of their meal when the Lord had gone to look for the calves): "You have returned so quickly! We have not even eaten a morsel in Your absence. Come here and take Your meal without distraction."

In Sree Krishna Caitanya, Professor Sanyal says that this represents giving too much attention to arguing philosophically with deviant schools and considering their phiolosophies. It lessens the clarity of vision of truth of those who are fixed in faith to Vaisnavism.
