Garga Saˆhit€: As Bak€sura came to attack K��Ša and the cowherd boys the demigods tried to attack him. Indra threw his thunderblt and knocked him to the ground but he got up again. Brahm€ hit him with his brahm€-danda, which knocked him unconscious for 48 minutes, but then he got up again. ®iva stuck him with his trident, and cut off one wing, but the demon recovered. V€yu struck him with his wind weapon, but Baka flew away. Yama struck him with his yama-danda, but the danda was broken. Then Surya attacked him with a hundred arrows but he still did not die.





Then Kuvera struck him with his sword and cut off the other wing, but he still did not die. Then Soma attacked him with his ice weapon. Tormented by the cold the demon fainted, but then again stood up. Then Agni attacked him with his fire weapon and burned all his feathers to ashes, but he did not die. Then Varuna bound him with with his ropes and dragged him along the ground, which hurt him but he did not die. 





Then Bhadrakali hit him on the head with her club and broke his head and he fainted and went into a deep coma. But then he got up again, shook himself and roared like a cloud. Then Karttikeya threw his sakti weapon and cut one of his feet. Then Bakasura attacked all the demigods and made them run away.








DHENUKASURA





According to Garga Samhita Dhenukasura was having a midday nap when K��Ša and Balar€ma and all the cowherd boys came into the forest. Dhenukasura attacked Balar€ma and hit Him with his rear legs. Then Balar€ma threw him 8 miles. This hurt his head badly and he fell unconscious, but then he got up again and attacked the cowherd boys in a terrible four horned form. 





Sridama hit him with a stick, Subala punched him. Stoka K��Ša whipped him with a rope. Arjuna and Amsu threw him. Visala and Rsabha kicked him. Tejasvi tried to strangle him. Devaprastha slapped him. Varuthapa hit him with a ball.





Then K��Ša threw him onto Govardhana Hill and he was unconscious for one hour. Then the demon assumed his normal form and grabbed K��Ša with his horns and flew into the sky 800,000 miles, but K��Ša threw him to the ground and knocked him unconscious, but then he got up again. 





Then Dhenukasura uprooted Govardhana Hill and threw it at K��Ša. K��Ša caught it and threw it back. Dhenuka caught it and threw back again, and so did K��Ša. Then he attacked Balar€ma again and the Lord killed him.





Leaving his body Dhenuka manifested a splendid and handsome dark form wearing yellow garments and decorated with a forest flower garland. Then a chariot filled with 100,000 of the Lord's associates, decorated with 1000 flags, rumbling with 1000 wheels, pulled by 10,000 horses, glorious with 100,000 camaras, yellow, studded with many jewels, eight miles long, beautiful, travelling as fast as the mind, and decorated with many bells and tinkling ornaments, suddenly appeared. Then the demon circumambulated K��Ša and Balar€ma, and then, filling the directions with light he ascended the chariot and went to Goloka.

According to Brahm€-vaivarta Pur€na P™tan€ was the sister of Kaˆsa. She had been given her mystic powers by Durvasa Muni. When she entered the village she said she was the wife of a Math™ra br€hmaŠa. When Lord K��Ša killed her a great chariot came to take her to Goloka V�nd€vana. It had 100 wheels and was totally jewel-encrusted. It had 10,000 camaras on it and 10,000 mirrors.
