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Chapter Four: Beginning of Creation
GaP 4.1: Rudra said: O Janardana, please narrate to us the details of creation, subsidiary creation, lineage, manvantaras and records of kings and great personages.

GaP 4.3: Hari said: Un-sullied Lord Vasudeva, Nara-Narayana is the Supreme Soul, the infinite Brahman, the creator and destroyer of the universe.

GaP 4.4 – 4.38

Subject: Creation [See file: GarudaP_4.1_4.38]
Here Hari describes the creation of the world.
Sequence is as follows: 

From limitless great Purusa – creates unmanifest (mahatttattva) – soul – intellect – mind – firmament  - air – fire – water – earth. 
Within the cosmic golden egg, Lord takes a physical body for the sake of creation. Lord Brahma is born and creates the movable and the immovable.
The process of creation by Brahma is divided into nine creations

1) Creation of mahat (metamorphosis of Brahman)

2) Creation of intrinsic essences – bhuta sarga
3) Modificatory creation – vaikarika sarga/aindriyaka sarga

4) Principal creation(stationary things) – mukhya sarga
5) Creation of sub-human beings – tiryaksrotas

6) Creation of super-human gods – urdhvasrotas

7) Creation of human beings – arvaksrotas

8) Anugraha sarga

9) kaumara(it is both prakrta and vaikrta)

Thus from verse 20 – 38 , creation of the prajapatis, the yaksas, demons, human beings, gandharvas, animals, aquatic animals etc are described.

GaP 6.9: Goddess Sarasvati’s powers are: Sraddha(faith), Rddhi(Prosperity), Kala(arts), Medha(Intellect), Tusti(satiation), Pusti(nourishment), Prabha(light), Mati(intelligence).

GaP 11.41 – Garuda resembles the lotus in colour, the club has a black form, the halo(Pusti) has the colour of Sirisa-flower; Lasksmi has a golden complexion.

GaP 11.42 – The conch resembles the full-moon, Kaustubha has red hue, the discus has the brilliance of a thousand suns and Srivatsa resembles white Kunda-flower.

GaP 16.18 – Description of the Sun God: O Lord! Having rays measured all round, O Lord of the entire universe, having seven horses for vehicles, the four-armed one, giver of the great siddhis, tawny in color due to the flames, the gentle one!....

GaP 17.7- 17.8 – The twelve suns are Bhaga, Surya, Aryaman, Mitra, Varuna, Savitr, Dhatr, vivasvat the powerful, Tvastr, Pusan, Indra and the twelfth is Vishnu.

Chapter 19: Pranesvari Vidya
GaP 19.2 – If  he is bitten(by a cobra) in the funeral pyre, anthill, well and the cavities of trees or if the marks of the bite are indistinct and there are three lines, he does not survive.

GaP 19.3-19.4 – A person cannot survive the serpent bite if he is bitten on the sixth day of the fortnight or when the sun is in the Zodiac, Cancer or Aries, or the moon in the constellations Mula, Aslesa and Magha; If he is bitten in the armpit, loins, throat, joints, temples, ears, belly, mouth, arms, neck or the back; If the messenger going to the physician is a man with a stick or a weapon, a mendicant or a naked person the patient is sure to die.

GaP 19.5-19.7 – There are six vivartanas (or units of session) during the day and five vivartanas during the night. During the day, the sun has the first session for a yama(one eighth part of a day, a period of three hours), the other ten planets (adding Rahu and Ketu also) have half yama each. (10x0.5 = 5 sessions). During the night the serpents have their sessions (Sesa one and eight other serpents together four, five sessions). Among serpents, Sesa is Sun, Phanipa is moon, Taksaka is Mars, Karkota is Jupiter, Padma and Mahapadma(jointly) Venus and Sankha is Saturn. Rahu and kulika are themselves serpents and planets.

GaP 19.8 When Jupiter presides during the day or in the night, he is the slayer of even gods. Saturn is death by day. When Rahu presides along with Kulika at the hours of confluence of two half-yamas, the period is destructive.

GaP 19.9 – 19.11 – The fifteen parts of the human body, viz-toes, feet, calves, knees, genital, navel, heart, breast tips, neck, nosetip, eyes, ears, brows, temples and the head are allotted a day each from pratipad (the first day of the fortnight). These parts are assigned, in order, to so many muhurtas(one sixtieth of a day) as follows: - five to the toe, twelve to the feet, five to the calf, two to the knee, one to the genital, six to the navel, four to the breast tip, eight to the throat, fifteen to the nosetip and one each to the eyes, ears, eye-brow, temple and the head.

To remove the poison of a serpent
GaP 19.29 – The root of Pratyangirah drunk with rice water removes poison. The roots of Punarnava, Phalini(or priyangu – callicarpa macrophylla) and cakraja( or vakraja/ could be herb named vakra(valleriana wallichii).
GaP 19.30 – The roots of white Brhati(Solanum indicum) and Karkoti(Name of a kind of karkotaka ;mamordica divica) are also destructive of poison. Gairikarnika (clod of earth) kneaded with water and mixed with ghee should be applied over the part bitten. The appliance of paste will remove poison.

GaP 19.31 – 19.32 – If the patient drinks hot ghee, the poison does not spread. Five parts of the root of Sirisa(Albizzia lebback) with one part of Grnjana(red garlic: allium ascalonicum) either drunk or applied over the body removes poison. 

GaP 20.8 – Om Jum Sum Hum Phat



Eight pegs of Khadira ( Acacia catechu) wood after the invocation with mantras shall be fixed up in the field. There can be no harm from thunderbolts or explosions in that place
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
