





INTRODUCTION

















	Cosmology is one of the most difficult subject matter for researching, studying and understanding. Because it is very difficult to make any experiments in this field. Secondly, possibility for direct observation very limited. Thirdly, from time point of view subject cannot be defined by any means. Therefore, to understand Cosmology by means of modern science is almost impossible. The more natural and easy way to understand Cosmology is to study Vedic literature under the guidance of an expert spiritual master. Through Vedic science, one can successfully cross the limitations of modern science in that, first of all, one can have full scale experimental knowledge. Secondly, one can achieve direct observation without limits. Thirdly, one can step beyond the limitations of time and space. 


	In this work we will study Cosmology from the Vedic point of view, using the experiences and realisations of exalted Vedic scholars. We will start our study from the topmost planet Krsnaloka. Then we will discuss Vaikunthalokas, Brahmajyoti, the Karana Samudra, Sadasivaloka and Maha-Visnuloka. Afterwards we will describe the process of manifestation of the material world. Further on we will discuss Garbhodakasayi Visnu and the appearance of Lord Brahma. Then we will describe Virat-rupa, the Universal form and the Svetadvipa planet. There will be descriptions of the higher planetary systems of the material world beginning from the topmost - Satyaloka and then Tapoloka, Janaloka, Maharloka, planets of seven sages, Saturn, Jupiter, Mars, Mercury, Venus, Indraloka, Varunaloka, Agniloka, Vayuloka, Yamaloka, Candraloka or Moon, Suryaloka or Sun, Rahu, Siddhaloka, Caranaloka, Vidyadharaloka, Yaksaloka, Raksasaloka. Then we will begin to analyse the middle planetary systems beginning from Bhuloka or Earth and then Bhumandala: Jambudvipa, Ilavrta-varsa, Bhadrasva-varsa, Hari-varsa, Ketumala-varsa, Ramyaka-varsa, Hiranmaya-varsa, Uttarakuru-varsa, Kimpurusa-varsa, Bharata-varsa, Plaksadvipa, Salmalidvipa, Kusadvipa, Krauncadvipa, Sakadvipa, Puskaradvipa. Then we will describe the lower planetary systems beginning from Atala, Vital
